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1. INTRODUCTION

The Service Delivery and Budget Implementation Plan (SDBIP) is a management, implementation and 
monitoring tool that assists the Executive Mayor, Councillors, Municipal Manager, senior managers and 
community. It ensures that appropriate information is circulated internally and externally for purposes of 
monitoring the execution of the budget, performance of senior management and achievement of the 
strategic objectives set by council. 

It also enables the Municipal Manager to monitor the performance of senior managers, the Executive 
Mayor to monitor the performance of the Municipal Manager, and for the community to monitor the 
performance of the municipality. 

2. LEGISLATIVE BACKGROUND

SDBIP is prepared in terms of Section 53(1) (c) (ii) of the Municipal Finance Management Act (MFMA) 
and National Treasury Circular No. 13 and the Budgeting and the Reporting Regulations
